1 - Preparing for installation

A Disconnect electrical power at fuse or circuit breaker box before installing or servicing
any part of this fixture.

B. Carefully remove the fixture from the carton. |

C. Release the diffuser assembly (2) from the fixture (1) by depressing on the housing @Dm:m@
side and pull at the same time to disengage from the slots. Diffuser assembly is
tethered to the fixture on both ends.

D.  Temporary disconnect the LED power cord by twisting counterclockwise and pull to
separate connection then unclip both tether wires. Place diffuser assembly off to the
side.

E. Identify location of mounting the fixture relative to power source. If top is used for
connection, remove knockout and temporary align holes to junction box (not provided),
or connect supply power source wire and fixture housing(1) with connector(8). Using
pencil to mark two locations using hole on the fixture as template for additional
anchoring to the ceiling.

F. Take the fixture down and punch a small hole into the ceiling at each marked location using a
nail or awl to see if there is a wood joist. If there is a joist, use a wood screw (5) to mount the
fixture housing. Where there is no joist to screw into, use drywall anchors (4) & (5) or toggle
bolts (not provided) of suitable length to mount housing securely to the ceiling.

2 — Mounting fixture

hod A. Mount auxiliary mounting clip(6) to the ceiling using two screws(3) and two wood screws(5) to secure it.
Align the housing(1) to auxiliary mounting clip(6) then squeeze the housing just enough until it is fully
engaged intoauxiliary mounting clip(6).

hod B. Mount the fixture housing(1) to the ceiling using two screws(3) and two wood screws(5) to secure it while
passing the supply wires into the opening of the housing.

Note: Fixture allows multiple connections, the maximum power available for linkage is 600W.
Connections(7) are provided.

Caution: Make sure power is off at fuse or circuit breaker box. Check power wires for damage or scrapes.
Use wire suitable for at least 90°C (194°F). Note: Most dwellings built before 1985 have supply wire rated
to 60°C. Consult a qualified electrician ensure correct branch circuit conductor before installing.

3 — Wiring fixture
A. Make all wire connections to appropriate wire. Secure with wire nuts (provided).
B. Connect the green wire from the fixture to the supply power source ground wire.

Connect the black wire from the fixture to the black (L) wire from supply power source.
Connect the white wire from the fixture to the white (N) wire from supply power source.

C. Do not mix wires. Pull on each wire lead to make sure connections are secure. Make certain no bare wires
are exposed outside of wire connectors.

4 — Color changing temperature adjustment, CCT (if desired)

A.  Adjust CCT switch according to the desired color temperature as shown below. Note: Fixture is preset to
3000K from factory.
